


STAINED GLASS WINDOW

“All this is from God, who through
Christ reconciled us to himself and
gave us the ministry of
reconciliation.” 2 Corinthians 5:18

The Reconciliation Window
ascends in the bell tower to a
height of 60 feet, proclaiming its
message through the emotion of
luminous color and form to the
sanctuary interior by daylight and
to the passerby at night.

God is represented by His hand
extended in benediction as he
offers His grace through Christ
who is depicted by the cross in
the spectrum of colors with the
crown, symbol of His victory over
death and evil. The Holy Spirit in
the form of a dove descends,
while below are three angels,
messengers of God.

The world of man begins with
three representative figures from

the Old Testament: Moses with the tablets of law, David with the harp of praise to God, and

Isaiah with the tongs and coal of cleansing fire.

Christ, now shown as the Lamb bearing aloft the banner of victory, witnesses to men and

women at work in the world, beginning with Adam and Eve shown with the serpent, through

various professions, including those of the present space age.
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PARAMENTS

The design shown on the left is taken from the original
and exquisitely hand crafted paraments. Each piece
heralds the liturgical seasons in rich color and creative
design appropriate to tradition.
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CELTIC CROSS

The Celtic cross which appears on the outer wall of the sanctuary
is the third sculptural relief.
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
